1. Welcome and Review of Agenda – James D. O’Geary, TAC Chair
2. ACTION ITEM:  Approve Minutes from February 24, 2010 meeting - Approved Unanimously 
3. Public Comments - None
4. NCDOT Transportation Planning Branch Report – Julie Bollinger – Alternate for Scott Walston
a. Julie presented the Franklin County CTP with members.  She asked for adoption and endorsement of the CTP.  Municipalities in Franklin as well as the Franklin County Board have adopted and endorse the CTP. All aspects of the CTP were reviewed and it was noted that the major request in the CTP is the Louisburg Bypass/Hwy 401.   The Franklin CTP was unanimously approved by the TCC and TAC.
5. Kerr-Tar Planner’s Report - Mike Ciriello, Kerr-Tar RPO
a. Gas Tax – 10 Year Work Plan for potential Reductions by Capping the Motor Fuel Tax Rate at 32.5 cents per gallon. This legislative plan broken down by county was shared with attendees. 
b. Newsletter – Mike also stated in an effort to cut back on so many communications, he plans to do a Quarterly Newsletter for updates and only correspond regarding items that need immediate action.  

c. Other items – Discussed plans that can affect future and existing plans funding. Expansion of multi-modal transportation.  Transportation surveys are out for completion. Over 500 surveys have been completed in Vance County. Person County is looking to expand or realign roads around the Person County Airport. Transit Grants have been applied for to assist PATS and KARTS.  Rural Development Certification is being offered on line – 12 hour certification process. The announcement came out late for the May 2 deadline to register. Cost is $1400 for the Louisiana Tech course that may be offered in the fall of 2011.  Two GIS workgroups have held sessions to streamline the mapping process across the region and Traffic Analysis Zones (TAZs). 
d. PWP FY2010 – 2011 – Ciriello distributed the Planning Work Program for July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.   A copy of the PWP was distributed to all members prior to the RTCC meeting and is included with these minutes. 
e. ACTION ITEM: Approve 2010-2011 PWP and Budget Amendment – Mike explained that the budget amendment was in relation to his recent disability time and that a part time intern has been hired to assist with the organization of GIS data and will work with Mike until June 30, 2011. The 2010-2011 PWP was shared and reviewed in detail. The 2010-2011 PWP and Budget Amendment were Approved Unanimously. 
f. ACTION ITEM:  Approve 2011-2012 PWP – Mike explained that attempts have been made to clean up specific projects and plans to provide for needs in the PWP for 2011-2012.  Special studies are on-going for US501 and another corridor in the region.  Also the Town of Butner is working on “Blue Ways” – for recreational water access mapping, etc. The Pedestrian/Bikeway project is not complete.  Attempting to look at a way to link the Blue-Ways, lakes, bike and pedestrian walkways together. Just a matter of completing the application for approximately $100,000 Grant. The PWP for 2011-2012 was Approved Unanimously. PWP can be amended during the year if a need should arise. A copy of the approval letter from NCDOT is included with the minutes.
g. 2014-2020 Project Selection/Prioritization – Members were reminded of the Prioritization Training that will be held in Morganton on May 18th.  The RPO reviewed left out projects and were informed that up to 15 projects may be added. Projects would have to be prioritized with points (averaging from4 to 100 points) and all projects would have to be approved by the TCC and TAC.  Members agreed that planners within region need to review the Comprehensive Transportation Plan (CTP). Discussions revolved around mobility, capacity, modernization, improvements and access to bikeway and pedestrian trails.  Members agreed to have one person from each county meet the week of May 23 to review projects.  Must have another meeting of the TAC/TCC before end of June to approve projects for submission.
6. NCDOT Division 5 Report – Joey Hopkins, NCDOT Division 5 – Legislative update - Members were advised that the urban ban loop program may be deleted.  At this time we do not know the affect this may have on other projects in the upcoming plans.   Also Power Bill is still in the house budget to make 2 payments instead of one.  Railroad funds are still in the house budget; however, DOT cannot accept funds without General Assembly approval.  Review of the “equity formula” is Good News for Division 5 as it could increase funding from 13 or 14%. The formula places more emphasis on population.   Other items discussed:  Bids were opened for the Hwy 401 project and this could be a 3 year project.  All bids were very competitive. Lots of resurfacing of roadways currently underway. A complete streets policy will be out by May 27th – at least the first chapters. Positive or negative comments need to come back in to NCDOT as plan must be completed by October 2011. Joey was questioned as to the availability of funds for an access turn lane.  Joey advised funds were probably not available if this is a commercial site.  All funding sources are limited – contact DOT directly for contingency funds or contact local legislators.  State funds are not quite as stringent as Federal funds and funds are available for small projects. Members were advised to be creative with their planning in order to compete better. Members also briefly discussed High Speed Rail Funds. 
7. Other Business – Merliyn Newell was recognized as new TAC member from Roxboro and Ken Krulik was recognized as being Alternate for Linda Worth of Warren County.
