The North
Carolina Clean Energy Technology Center (NCCETC) at North Carolina State University
announces the following request for proposals (RFP) through the 2025 Clean Fuel Advanced
Technology (CFAT) project.

On January 21, 2025, President Trump issued Executive Order 14173, requiring contractors
and grant recipients under federal contracts to certify they do not operate Diversity,
Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) programs that violate federal anti-discrimination laws. This EO
mandates contract clauses that could lead to liability under the False Claims Act for
violations. Local governments receiving federal funding, especially those involved in DEI-
related programs, will need to review and certify their compliance with these laws.
Agencies have started incorporating these clauses into funding opportunities, and local
governments should be prepared for these new requirements, including potential
adjustments to grant applications or forfeiting funds. Monitoring these developments is
crucial, as legal challenges to the EO are ongoing. To learn more click here.
